Located on the Jersey Shore, Fort Monmouth is less than 50 miles south of New York City and 
a little more than an hourôs drive from Philadelphia, Atlantic City, West Point, and the Delaware 
Water Gap Recreation Area.  
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 Fort Monmouth is named for the soldiers who fought and died in the Revolutionary Warôs Battle 
of Monmouth, which took place only 20 miles from t. Other historical sites include the location of 
George Washingtonôs crossing of the Delaware River; Trenton, the capital of New Jersey; and 
Fort Hancock at Sandy Hook, which was used as a defense position to protect New Yorkôs 
harbor against the British.  
 
Fort Monmouth is home to Active Duty Service Members and their Families, DoD Civilians, 
Contractors, and a large retiree population.

This, in turn, assists in 
maintaining readiness, sustaining communities, and enriching lives throughout the 
Army. 
 

The Mission of the AVC is to promote and strengthen volunteerism by uniting 
community volunteer efforts, supporting professional management, enhancing volunteer 
career mobility, and establishing volunteer partnerships to support individual personal 
growth the life-long volunteer commitment. 
 
 

DEPLOYMENT READINESS PROGRAM 
 
The Deployment Readiness Program and stability and support operations provide 
support services during disaster events and all phases of deployment to eligible Family 
members at, or as near to, their hometown of home installation as possible. 
 
The Family and Soldier Readiness System focuses on the state of preparedness of the 
Army Family through proactive education and support programs that promote resiliency 
and enhance well being.

The Family Advocacy Program is committed to the strong Army Families, and the    
prevention and treatment of Family violence.  Its coordinated efforts are designed to 
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prevent and intervene in cases of Family distress, and to promote healthy Family Life. 
 
The mission of Family Advocacy Program is to support the foundations of Family well-
being in order to strengthen Soldiers and Families, promote child safety, and prevent 
spouse and child abuse and neglect.

Outreach Services is a program designed to deliver center based services to 
geographically or socially isolated families, first term Soldiers and Families,      
geographically separated families, newly arrived Soldiers and Families, single parent 
Families and all other Soldiers and families identified by a needs assessment.

The Army Substance Abuse Program (ASAP) is available to all military personnel and 
their dependents as well as to all civilians employed on the installation. 
 
The functional areas of the ASAP consist of: Prevention-through education and training; 
Identification-through voluntary self referral, command directed referral or state 
referrals; and Rehabilitation-through treatment by certified social workers. 
Prevention of alcohol and drug abuse is the primary objective of the ASAP. This 
program strives to increase the level of community awareness by conducting      
lectures/classes and by providing various written materials. 
 
The treatment utilized in the ASAP consists of: individual, group and family out-patient 
therapy supplemented by close coordination with national and local Self-Help groups 
such as Alcoholics Anonymous (A.A.), Narcotics Anonymous (N.A.), and ALANON.  In 
the event that clients need the structured environment of residential facilities, ASAP 
staff members arrange for appropriate referrals to community treatment facilities.
